· Seeking information from parents as to which primary school their child will be attending. Arranging a visit to the preschool from the reception class teachers. In the summer term.
· Children going to St Augustine of Canterbury primary school will go on a visit to the school in the summer term with their key person. They will also join in with events during the summer term with the reception class e.g. teddy bear’s picnic.
· Preschool manager corresponds with reception teachers to hand over information, including special educational needs and disability records.
